To prove his point even more
our conviction that we knew more about ground covers ’ -

forcefully, he proceeded to drop and bare root a flat on

the gravel of the yard and count out what he thought

it contained. There was no choice but to concede and
exchange, represented a fork in the road for us and

than he did. The other choice was that he was entirely right
and we needed to improve on what we were doing. Our
